Brownfield Opportunity Areas (BOA) 

AKRF recently finished the meeting minutes, they will work with the CDA to schedule 

the next follow up meeting. They were concerned with the CDA not having a 

Commissioner, but the Mayor assured them the grant will continue to move forward in 

the same direction. 

 

Safe Routes To School 

The design approval for David Paterson School has all necessary permits and insurance. 

Our consultants have been working on the submission packet for the final approval for 

Jackson Main School and well as ABGS Middle School. 

 

Main Street Beautification & Pedestrian Access Enhancement  

NYSDOT recommended we submit a new award packet with Roadwork Ahead as the 

new lowest bidder. The CDA submitted the packet and NYS DOT has responded to the 

award packet for Roadwork Ahead. The CDA will gather the additional information need 

and response to NYSDOT as soon as possible. 

 

CDA Properties 

The CDA has been working on create an RFP for the development of these properties. 

When done we will have the CDA attorneys look it over.  

 

CDBG Programs  

We are now waiting for the signed and executed CDBG 43
rd

 Year contract. We will then 

let all public services know of their funding amounts. 

 

Residential Rehabilitation  

Residential Rehab program is back on track. We are now working with the County to 

move forward with the applications received. We are also waiting for the 43
rd

 Year 

contract to be executed in order to use the funding in the grant. 

 

Local Initiatives Support Corporation Grant 

CDA is working with the Building Department to update the Village’s property tracking 

software. This information will be used to combat vacant homes in the Village. One 

initiative under this grant is to identify homeowners that need foreclosure prevention 

assistance. CDA has partnered with Long Island Housing Partnership and will schedule 

foreclosure prevention sessions to help homeowners at risk of foreclosure.
