CDBG funds are spent in a timely manner,
expenditures are properly tracked and proper
methods of recordkeeping are used.

* Project Monitoring —ensures projectisin
compliance with CDBG and other Federal
standards.

* Corrective Actions- written notice, grace period,
recapture and reallocation of funds; technical
assistance.
